child is in the EDP. 

Students involved in extra-
curricular activities may     
attend and will be billed 

according to the time that 
the student signed in. 

EDP will not operate on 
days that school dismisses 

early due to inclement 
weather. 

EDP may not operate on 
scheduled half-days if 

there is not                    
sufficient interest. 

Students picked up after 
6 pm will be assessed a 
late fee of $1 per minute. 

If a student attends any 
portion of a session,     
payment for that full     

session is billed.
